To make a claim, you need to complete a short course claim form, also available for download from this section (6) and a funding claim form.  This form is not yet available an will not be available until after a contract has been issued.

First Aid, Food Hygiene and Moving and Handling: 

· A valid Learner Certificate 

· Evidence that shows the course is validated by an awarding or official recognising body.   This should be in the form of documentation issued from the awarding or official recognising body to the training provider stating that they are approved to deliver that particular course (if not clearly demonstrated on the Learner Certificate)

· The  Skills for Care claim form fully completed

Moving & Handling of People       Please note the of People
For Moving and Handling of people we are aware that there is not an identifiable external awarding body.  As a result we will accept the following:

· Either the CV or qualifications demonstrating the trainer’s ability to train in this subject
